In order to get the best function of it,before using your device,please read this
manual carefully.

Eleactonic cigarettes utilize an ELV electroic atomizer.controlled by an intellige-
nce chip.The a tomizer converts e-liquid inside the cartridge into vapor. Cartridges
may contain e-liquid with or without nicotine.Nicotine-enhanced cartridges contain
a high-purity nicotine diluent,extracted from tobacco.Tobacco smokers may find
the e-cigarette a compelling alternative to smoking traditional cigarettes.

Installation:

Remove the blank mouthpiece from the atomizer and insert a new cartridge
Screw the atomizer and cartridge into the battery.
Screw the atomizer cover into the battery.

Insert a new cartridge Screw in the atomizer and cartridge Screw the atomizer.
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Operating Mode:

When you press the button, a ring around the device’s center illuminates inform
that your electronic cigarette is working.Draw on the mouthpiece to produce
vapor.Accordingly, the ring stops illuminating when you remove your finger,and
it's operation goes into standby mode.The best angle to hold the device is with
its end pointed slightly downward; it is not recommended to hold it in an upward

direction as this may cause liquid from the cartridge to enter your mouth. (Autom-
atic switch don’t need to press the button,Just inhale)
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Charging Mode:

® When the charger’s indicator light is red the device is charging. When the light
turns green charging is completed.

m [f the light ring on your battery begins to flash while using the device.this may
mean the battery need to be charged. Sometimes the ring flashes because the
button has been held down for more than 15 seconds.This is normal and spec-
ially designed to prevent overheating the battery. If the ring continues to flash
and no vapor is produced,the battery needs to be recharged.

Safety Precautions:

® This device must be used with compatible components(ie.,atomizers,cartridges,
chargers and batteries).Improper use may cause your device to damage.

m Your batteries have an inbuilt protection circuit. 15 seconds of continuous use
causes the light ring to flash sixteen times and usage to become disabled after
a few seconds the device can the used normally again.

m To avoid burning out your atomizer please replace the cartridge when vapor
output becomes significantly reduced.

m Dripping e-liquid into the atomizer can damage and disable your components
and is not recommended.

u If the light ring on the battery flashes slowly thirty consecutive times. It means
the battery needs to be recharged.

B The light ring will flash five times when charging begins.
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m Batteries are rated at 4.2v,and can be recharged 300 times.Use only the char-
gers included in the kit to charge your batteries. Using unapproved chargers
may damage or reduce the life of your battery.

® Do not charge batteries near heat sources or in high temperature environments

m Keep your device and components out of the reach of children and pets.

m As with all batteries, please follow the proper disposal quidelines of your
community.

® Do not attempt to dismantle the device as it may cause damage and bodily
injury.

B Your device will not produce secondhand smoke and may be more environm-

entally friendly than smoking cigaretter Since no flame is required your device ,
may cause less of a fire hazard than smoking traditional cigarettes.
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About Nicotine:

Nicotine is a natural alkaloid extracted from tobacco or other plants containing
nicotine. It is the main ingredinent making cigarette smokers addicted.So called
“cigarette potency” is directly related to nicotine content. Nicotine entering a
smoker’s blood stream can make its way to brain in just 7-9 seconds. The physi-
ological basis of nicotine addiction is found in the “pleasure center” of your brain.
Additionally,nicotine staimulates the adrenal,glands that cause the release of
adrenaline.Electronic cigarettes are free from many of the harmful byproducts of
traditional cigarettes,such as tar and carbon monoxide. Many people have
reported that the electronic cigarette has helped them reduce the number of
cigarettes they would have other smoke ; others have reported having stopped
smoking cigarettes altogether.




About cartridges:

E-cigarette cartridges are classified into four strengths:High, Medium,low and
No-nicotine, They also are available in a large number of flavors.

m Cartridges should only be used with your device.

m Store cartridges for up to twelve months in a cool .dry place.

m Keep cartridges out of the reach of children and animals.

m |f you have mouth sores or mucositis, abstain from using an e-cigarette.

m The liquid inside the cartridges is perfectly prepared to match your atomizer.
Theratio of the ingredients along with the specified flavor is prepared under

srtict supervision and control.Adding other liquids such as water or cola will
affect atomizer function and thus the device itself.
